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Students are provided with a wristband on their first day at school that has
the 24-hour emergency phone number on it (Yellow band for 12-15-year-
olds, blue band for 16 — 17 year olds). This band is worn at all times during
their programme to ensure they are always able to contact us in an
emergency.

With weekly meetings for our junior students, we are able to keep an eye
on students and make sure they are happy and settling well on the
programme. We get to know them and build a trusting relationship that
allows them to tell us of any worries they may be having so that we can
help.

Allour Junior Homestays have been carefully selected and have had police
checks to ensure that the students are living in a safe environment. The
homestays are located on a main bus route that has regular buses every 10
minutes and we also place 14 — 15-year-old students in twin rooms in a
homestay to ensure they are never travelling alone.
